For the 2024-25 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance 
using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted 
Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student 
subgroup in 2023-24. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student 
subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. 
A Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance was in 
the lowest 5% of all schools in the state, had a graduation rate at or below 67%, or failed to 
exit ATS status in 2021-22. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these 
cases, no label is given.

Our school was not given any of these labels.

Sparta High School takes pride in preparing students for both college and careers. We strive to 
give our students the rigours curriculum necessary to prepare them for college level work and 
the skills necessary to be productive workers. For this reason we offer college classes and 
trades training both onsite and off site for our students. Each year we review the results of our 
SAT scores and look for ways to improve our students outcome. We also use the students self 
created talent portfolio to gage our level of preparation for careers.  Our goal is to have 100% 
of all students have a college and career experience before leaving Sparta High School.

1. Sparta High School serves students living in the Sparta Area School District in grades 

nine through twelve. 
2. Sparta Area Schools is making great strides in using the Professional Learning 

Community Process (PLC) to identify students who need remediation and acceleration 
and plan to meet those needs.
